If I agree to take part, what happens to what I say?
In this section you will stress that collected data is kept confidential and will only be used for research. You will mention the beginning and end dates for the project. You will mention that names can be anonymized. You will mention that no injury or harm is expected, and participants can withdraw if they feel uncomfortable. 
No injury or harm is expected in this study, but you may choose to withdraw from the study at any point in time if you feel uncomfortable.

What are the potential benefits of taking part?
In this section you will discuss whatever benefits participants will receive. Often participants will not receive any direct benefits from the study. 

Before signing off, researchers should mention why informed consent forms are collected and what will be done with them.
